ORDINANCE 2019-03

Village of Colfax, Wisconsin

FAIR AND OPEN HOUSING
To repeal and replace Chapter 13 of the Village of Colfax Municipal Code 

NOW THEREFORE, THE VILLAGE OF COLFAX BOARD OF TRUSTEES DOES HEREBY ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION ONE: Repeal and replace Chapter 13 Statement on Fair and Open Housing to read as follows:

SECTION 13-3-1. STATE STATUTES ADOPTED.  The provisions of s. 106.50, Wis. Stats., describing and defining regulations concerning unlawful discrimination in housing, as amended, repealed or modified from time to time, are hereby adopted. 

SECTION 13-3-2. AUTHORITY AND ENFORCEMENT PROCEDURES IMPLEMENTED.  The officials and employees of the Village of Colfax shall assist in the orderly prevention and removal of all discrimination in housing within the Village of Colfax by implementing the authority and enforcement procedures set forth in Section 106.50, Wisconsin Statutes, as amended.

SECTION 13-3-3 COMPLAINTS.  The Village Clerk shall maintain forms for complaints to be filed under Section 106.50, Wisconsin Statutes, as amended, and shall assist any person alleging a violation thereof in the Village of Colfax to file a complaint thereunder with the Wisconsin Department of Workforce Development, Equal Rights Division, for enforcement of Section 106.50, Wisconsin Statutes, as amended 

SECTION 13-3-4.  OTHER REMEDIES.   Nothing in this ordinance shall prevent any person from exercising any right or seeking any remedy to which he or she might otherwise be entitled or from filing a complaint with any appropriate governmental agency or court of competent jurisdiction.

SECTION TWO: SEVERABILITY.  If any section of this ordinance, or any portion thereof, shall be determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to be unconstitutional, invalid, or unenforceable for any reason, that section shall be removed and the remainder shall exist as if the unconstitutional section or portion thereof was never adopted.

SECTION THREE: This Ordinance creation shall be effective and enforced upon its adoption and publication as required by law.
